
In the previous image, an “FRL Wireless” access 
point has been discovered. Click to select FRL  
Wireless and then click Connect. Check your web 
browser (usually Internet Explorer) for access to the 
Internet.  
 
Windows Vista: Click Start → Network → Network 
and Sharing Center (or Start → Control Panel → 
Network and Sharing Center) → Manage Network 
Connections. Right click “Wireless Network  
Connection” and proceed as described above for 
Windows XP.  
 
Windows 7: Click Start → Network → Network and 
Sharing Center (or Start → Control Panel →  
Network and Sharing Center) → Manage Network 
Connections. Right click “Wireless Network  
Connection” and proceed as described above for 
Windows XP. 
 
Mac OS X: Use either the AirPort Menu or the  
Internet Connect application to select a wireless 
network. If AirPort is off, you will need to select 
"Turn Airport On" before you can proceed. 
 
In the Internet Connect Application: 
 
1. Select the wireless network from the list of 

available networks. 
 
2. Choose System Preferences from the Apple 
menu. Once the application is started, select  
Network. Click on the TCP/IP tab, and you should

3. Make sure that the Show menu is set to AirPort, 
and the Configure menu in the TCP/IP tab is set to 
Using DHCP. 
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4. Click the Apply Now button at the bottom of the 
panel to save the changes you just made and quit 
the System Preferences application.

No, the library staff cannot be responsible for making 
changes to your computer’s settings.  
 
Please keep in mind there are numerous manufactur-
ers, devices, and operating systems available today. It 
is not possible for us to cover every possible scenario. 
 

How Do I Use My Wireless Computer or Device 
at this Library? 
Most Wi-Fi enabled laptops, netbooks, and other  
devices will connect to the wireless network  
automatically. In some cases, however, adjustments 
are necessary.  
 

Basic Wireless Device Setup Information and 
Instructions  
These 4 steps will help you check and update your 
computer’s settings, assuming your device utilizes 
one of these operating systems: 

manufacturer’s wireless network utility, and use the 
Windows network settings. Check your device manual 
for instructions on how to disable the manufacturer’s 
wireless utility.    
 
Determine which operating system your device has 
installed and follow the specific wireless setup  
instructions for your device’s operating system.  
 
Step 4: How to Set Up Wireless Networking Software 
for Your Specific Operating System  
 
Note: Always restart your computer after revising any 
of these settings.  
 
Windows XP: If a connection is not made automatical-
ly, the wireless connection icon will display a red "X" 
as shown in the figure below. 

Right click the wireless connection icon, and click View 
Available Wireless Networks. 

Windows XP will detect signals and display a list of any 
available wireless networks within range of your  
computer as shown in the figure below.

For all other devices and operating systems,  
please refer to the device’s user manual for specific  
instructions. 
 
There are two types of settings for each device, 
hardware and software; you may need to check  
and/or adjust both of them. Let’s get started… 
 
Step 1: Hardware – Ensure the wireless hardware is 
enabled. Do so by checking its indicator light. Most 
devices have an indicator light with a symbol similar 
to one of these images.  
 
If the indicator is not lit, refer to your device’s user 
manual regarding how to enable its wireless  
hardware, usually a physical switch or button. If the 
indicator is lit, and you still cannot connect to the 
Internet, go to Step 2.     
 
Step 2: Yes my indicator light is lit, but I still cannot 
connect to the Internet. What now? 
 
It is possible that all your settings are correct,  
however at this time our wireless network may have 
already reached the maximum number of guest  
users. 
 
Usually when this happens your device will indicate 
that it is attempting to connect. Wait for 5-10  
minutes and try again. While you are waiting, it will 
likely complete the connection. 
 
If after you have waited and attempted to connect 
to the library’s wireless network without success, go 
to Step 3. 
  
Step 3: Software Settings – For all Windows oper-
ating systems, we recommend that you disable the
